A Word from Fr. Drummond 
Other than praying, one of the most important ways to help with priestly vocations is to support the Bishop’s Lenten Appeal.  The primary source of funding to educate and spiritually form our seminary comes from the Bishop’s Lenten Appeal.  We currently have twenty-four seminarians, three still at the college level and the rest spread out between the various levels of pre-theology and theology with one in his spirituality year.

The training of seminarians is long and intense.  If a seminarian enters at the college level, he will, upon completion of his undergraduate years, do a year of spirituality, followed by four years of theology.  If a seminarian enters after he has completed his undergraduate studies, he will face one to two years of pre-theology in which he gets the philosophical background needed for the subsequent four years of theology.  All the while, spiritual formation and liturgical training accompany the academic instruction.

Twelve years ago when I was still at seminary, the average cost per seminarian per academic year was over sixteen thousand dollars (and this does not include the seminarians books and personal needs).  The cost today is well over twenty thousand dollars per year that is paid for out of the Bishop’s Lenten Appeal.

We are blessed in the number of seminarians, and hopefully that number will increase.  Please reflect on our seminarians and our continuing need for them to fill out the ranks of the priesthood as you prayerfully consider what you might be able to offer for the Bishop’s Lenten Appeal.

“The Holy Father, Pope John Paul II, has asked that Eucharistic Adorers pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet during Adoration and include the intentions of the sick and those dying in that hour. The prayer originated from a vision that St. Faustina had of an Angel, the executor of Divine Wrath, on the evening of September 13, 1935. She wrote:

“He was clothed in a dazzling robe, his face gloriously bright, a cloud beneath his feet. From the cloud, bolts of thunder and flashes of lightning were springing into his hands; and from his hand they were going forth, and only then were they striking the earth. When I saw this sign of Divine Wrath which was about to strike the earth, and in particular a certain place, which for good reasons I cannot name, I began to implore the Angel to hold off for a few moments, and the world would do penance. But my plea was a mere nothing in the face of the Divine Anger. Just then I saw the Most Holy Trinity. The greatness of Its Majesty pierced me deeply, and I did not dare to repeat my entreaties. At that very moment I felt in my soul the power of Jesus’ grace, which dwells in my soul. When I became conscious of this grace, I was instantly snatched up before the Throne of God. Oh, how great is our Lord and God and how incomprehensible His holiness! I will make no attempt to describe this greatness, because before long we shall all see Him as He is. I found myself pleading with God for the world with words heard interiorly.”

“ As I was praying in this manner, I saw the Angel’s helplessness: he could not carry out the just punishment which was rightly due for sins. Never before had I prayed with such inner power as I did then. The words with which I entreated God are these: Eternal Father, I offer You the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Your dearly beloved Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ, in atonement for our sins and those of the whole world: for the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have mercy on us.”

Independence and Initiative

Montessori education is mischaracterized frequently as “letting children do whatever they want.”  This is an unfortunate misunderstanding.  As primary educators of their children, the goal of parents is to foster independence in their children so that they become confident and capable members of society.  Montessori education supports parents in this goal by making every attempt to guard independence and initiative by not interfering with children when they have chosen work, unless they are obviously misusing it or disturbing someone else.  Classroom materials foster independence by being “self-correcting,” they only work a particular way, which makes assistance from adults unnecessary.  After an adult has introduced a material or “work” to a child, the child may work with it on his own.  He is thereby working for his own formation, his own progress, not hanging on the approval of those around him or working to be a “teacher-pleaser.”  These works not only foster independence but also add to the child’s security by engendering the feeling of being a functioning, worthwhile member of the family.  No matter how young, a child can contribute something to the care of the home by watering plants, setting the table, dusting the furniture, or even loading the clothes dryer.  We can help children become more independent by giving them choices with respect to the clothing they wear; offering them dresses, coats, boots and hats they will find easy to manage by themselves
