A Word from Fr. Drummond 
Among the truly important ministries made possible by the Bishop’s Lenten Appeal are the Dominican Republic Mission Parishes.  Father Dan Gee and Father Chris Murphy, priests of our diocese serve the parishes of San Francisco de Asis in Banica and Pedro Santana in San José in the Dominican Republic.  These priests truly live the missionary life traveling for days to bring the Sacraments to the people in the outer reaches of these parishes.  Their mode of travel alternates between jeep, motor bike and donkey.  Some places are accessible only by foot.  A satellite hook-up connects them by email with the outer world, but, otherwise conditions are primitive or down right harsh.  Electricity is spotty and running water a luxury.  The spiders are big and many, not to mention other strange bugs and critters.  At times they have to slaughter their own chickens for fresh meat.  And yet, they are spreading the Gospel and bringing the Sacraments to many who would otherwise be without.  These good priests do this for the love of Christ.  The sacrifices they make render many of our own rather small and even insignificant.  When we support the Bishop’s Lenten Appeal, we help support Fathers Gee and Murphy; we help to bring the light of the Gospel to many unfortunates who live in conditions we can barely imagine.

“The Holy Father, Pope John Paul II, had asked that Eucharistic Adorers pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet during Adoration and include the intentions of the sick and those dying in that hour. The prayer originated from a vision that St. Faustina had of an Angel, the executor of Divine Wrath, on the evening of September 13, 1935. She wrote:

“He was clothed in a dazzling robe, his face gloriously bright, a cloud beneath his feet. From the cloud, bolts of thunder and flashes of lightning were springing into his hands; and from his hand they were going forth, and only then were they striking the earth. When I saw this sign of Divine Wrath which was about to strike the earth, and in particular a certain place, which for good reasons I cannot name, I began to implore the Angel to hold off for a few moments, and the world would do penance. But my plea was a mere nothing in the face of the Divine Anger. Just then I saw the Most Holy Trinity. The greatness of Its Majesty pierced me deeply, and I did not dare to repeat my entreaties. At that very moment I felt in my soul the power of Jesus’ grace, which dwells in my soul. When I became conscious of this grace, I was instantly snatched up before the Throne of God. Oh, how great is our Lord and God and how incomprehensible His holiness! I will make no attempt to describe this greatness, because before long we shall all see Him as He is. I found myself pleading with God for the world with words heard interiorly.”

“ As I was praying in this manner, I saw the Angel’s helplessness: he could not carry out the just punishment which was rightly due for sins. Never before had I prayed with such inner power as I did then. The words with which I entreated God are these: Eternal Father, I offer You the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Your dearly beloved Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ, in atonement for our sins and those of the whole world: for the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have mercy on us.”
