“The Holy Father, Pope John Paul II, has asked that Eucharistic Adorers pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet during Adoration and include the intentions of the sick and those dying in that hour. The prayer originated from a vision that St. Faustina had of an Angel, the executor of Divine Wrath, on the evening of September 13, 1935. She wrote:

“He was clothed in a dazzling robe, his face gloriously bright, a cloud beneath his feet. From the cloud, bolts of thunder and flashes of lightning were springing into his hands; and from his hand they were going forth, and only then were they striking the earth. When I saw this sign of Divine Wrath which was about to strike the earth, and in particular a certain place, which for good reasons I cannot name, I began to implore the Angel to hold off for a few moments, and the world would do penance. But my plea was a mere nothing in the face of the Divine Anger. Just then I saw the Most Holy Trinity. The greatness of Its Majesty pierced me deeply, and I did not dare to repeat my entreaties. At that very moment I felt in my soul the power of Jesus’ grace, which dwells in my soul. When I became conscious of this grace, I was instantly snatched up before the Throne of God. Oh, how great is our Lord and God and how incomprehensible His holiness! I will make no attempt to describe this greatness, because before long we shall all see Him as He is. I found myself pleading with God for the world with words heard interiorly.”

“As I was praying in this manner, I saw the Angel’s helplessness: he could not carry out the just punishment which was rightly due for sins. Never before had I prayed with such inner power as I did then. The words with which I entreated God are these: Eternal Father, I offer You the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Your dearly beloved Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ, in atonement for our sins and those of the whole world: for the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have mercy on us.”

Continuing our look at the characteristics of “The Normalized Child”
Attachment to Reality
Maria Montessori believed that children need to sort their impressions, to learn what is true and what is not true.  She decried the tendency of adults to add to children’s confusion by presenting stories of fable or fantasy before they can distinguish truth from fiction.  It is not necessary to entertain children by telling them wild tales; indeed, they are fascinated by what adults consider mundane!  If you say to a small child, “If you turn this knob just so, and pull—like this—the door will open,” the child will find that just as exciting and far more helpful than if you say, “If you open this door you will see a tiger on the other side.”
Montessori did not say that there is never a place for imaginative tales but that they should not be introduced until children are able to judge fro themselves, “This is a myth.  It is great fund but it is not true.”  The time to introduce the beautiful fairy stories and fables which form our literary heritage is when children reach the age of five or six years.  

Television, with its distortions and invitation to passivity can be one of the worst possible influences on children.  Indeed, time and again, it has been observed in Montessori environments that children who regularly watch television experience greater difficulty achieving the profound spontaneous concentration observed in children who are not exposed to television.
