A Word from Father Drummond
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One of the great challenges of Lent is to make good our Lenten Sacrifices and to persevere to the end.  All too often in making a Lenten Sacrifice our intentions outweigh our abilities  We try to “give up” more than we realistically can or should and so we set ourselves up for a fall and by Holy Week have not only miserably failed in our intentions, but, also given up even trying to follow through.  The remedy for this is to start small.  For example if our impulse is to give up all sweets, we might narrow that down, for starters, to say, just chocolate or whatever our favorite might be.  If we find ourselves successful after a week or two, we can expand the sacrifice.  During this second week of Lent it is a good time to take a moment and assess our progress or lack thereof.  We may need to cut back or we may need to expand.  In the long run it is better to make a small sacrifice and see it through than to aim for something large and end up doing nothing.  Examine your conscience, make use of the Sacrament of Penance, and pray.

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“The Holy Father, Pope John Paul II, has asked that Eucharistic Adorers pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet during Adoration and include the intentions of the sick and those dying in that hour. The prayer originated from a vision that St. Faustina had of an Angel, the executor of Divine Wrath, on the evening of September 13, 1935. She wrote:

“He was clothed in a dazzling robe, his face gloriously bright, a cloud beneath his feet. From the cloud, bolts of thunder and flashes of lightning were springing into his hands; and from his hand they were going forth, and only then were they striking the earth. When I saw this sign of Divine Wrath which was about to strike the earth, and in particular a certain place, which for good reasons I cannot name, I began to implore the Angel to hold off for a few moments, and the world would do penance. But my plea was a mere nothing in the face of the Divine Anger. Just then I saw the Most Holy Trinity. The greatness of Its Majesty pierced me deeply, and I did not dare to repeat my entreaties. At that very moment I felt in my soul the power of Jesus’ grace, which dwells in my soul. When I became conscious of this grace, I was instantly snatched up before the Throne of God. Oh, how great is our Lord and God and how incomprehensible His holiness! I will make no attempt to describe this greatness, because before long we shall all see Him as He is. I found myself pleading with God for the world with words heard interiorly.”

“As I was praying in this manner, I saw the Angel’s helplessness: he could not carry out the just punishment which was rightly due for sins. Never before had I prayed with such inner power as I did then. The words with which I entreated God are these: Eternal Father, I offer You the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Your dearly beloved Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ, in atonement for our sins and those of the whole world: for the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have mercy on us.”

Sublimation of the Possessive Instinct
In a Montessori environment children share everything, and if something is in use with which they would like to work, they learn to wait until it is free.  There are no individual pencils, seats, books, or equipment; they are all common property to be understood, enjoyed and replaced ready for the next child’s use.  In The Secret of Childhood Montessori wrote, “If a child finds no stimuli for the activities which would contribute to his development, he is attracted simply to ‘things’ and desires to possess them.  …A man’s attachment to many things and his reluctance to give them up, even if they are no use to him, is a deadly poison that can upset the basic equilibrium.”
In order to assist in the sublimation of this possessive instinct, parents should limit the number of possessions a child has at home.  Though society and even family members will object, parents should resolve not be overly indulgent so as to be suppress this possessive instinct.  As they do in the school environment, children will learn to play together, share and take turns.
