Vatican Information Service

The Vatican Information Service is a news service, founded in the Holy See Press Office, that provides information about the Magisterium and the pastoral activities of the Holy Father and the Roman Curia. The service – which began in 1991 – transmits news from Monday through Friday throughout the year, except during the month of August. It is available in English, Italian, Spanish, and French.
Each service consists primarily of pontifical acts and nominations, a summary of the Holy Father’s homilies and speeches, presentations and communications concerning pontifical documents and dicasteries of the Holy See, activities of the Congregations, Pontifical Councils, Synods, etc, and official statements issued by the Holy See Press Office.

VIS is sent to subscribers every day at 3 p.m. (Rome time) so that information is made available before its transmission by the media.

Papal Blessing and Audience Requests

Requests for Papal Blessings

All requests for Papal Blessings should come signed by the Pastor of the person requesting the blessing.  To ensure that it arrives in time, please send these requests to the Chancery at least 3 months in advance of the occasion.  The following information is required:

1. The exact name(s) as they should appear on the blessing.
2. The occasion for which the blessing is being requested.
3. The date of the occasion.  If the occasion is a wedding, the name of the Catholic Church, city and state where the wedding is scheduled to occur must be given.
4. The name and address of the person to whom the blessing is to be mailed.
5. A check in the amount of $55.00 or $43.00 made payable to the Diocese of Arlington.  In the center of the bottom of the $55.00 Papal Blessing is the Madonna of the Streets.  In the center of the bottom of the $43.00 Papal Blessing are two wedding bands entwined.
Requests for Tickets for Weekly Papal Audience
All requests should come signed by the Pastor of the individual requesting the audience.  To ensure that tickets will be available, please send these requests at least 3 months in advance to the Chancery and provide the following required information:

1. Name, address, and phone of the individual(s) requesting the Papal Audience.
2. The parish in which they are registered.
3. Dates of arrival in and departure from Rome.
4. Address and phone number while in Rome
5. Number of tickets requested
6. Date they are requesting to attend the Papal Audience
Please note:  The Papal Audience is held only on Wednesdays and is subject to the Holy Father’s health, travels and weekly schedule.
