St. Albert the Great – November 15th
   Albert, the oldest son of the Count of Bollstadt, was born in the castle of Lauingen on the Danube River in the southern German province of Swabia.

   While studying at the University of Pauda in northern Italy, he was impressed with a group who called themselves “Brothers” (“Friars”).  Their purpose was to evangelize the Christian people, that is, to preach the Gospel effectively so the lax would become faithful, the faithful fervent, the fervent become zealous. Their purpose was also to counteract the heresies in the Church.  The leader of these Preaching Brothers was Father Dominic.  The group soon became commonly known as the “Dominicans”.  

   Albert was received as a postulant by Blessed Jordan of Saxony, the immediate successor of St. Dominic.  Leaving all, and taking the vow of obedience to live a chaste and simple life, he became “Friar Albert”.  Beginning all his study with prayer, he directed his whole life that he might become worthy to preach the Word of God and work for the salvation of souls.  After some time in religious life studying for the holy priesthood, he became Father Albert.  Most of his priestly life was spent teaching in Cologne, although he spent some time teaching in Paris and other places.

   Albert was, in his own lifetime and for centuries that followed an authority on physics, geography, astronomy, mineralogy, chemistry and biology.  Father Albert had a great devotion to the Blessed Sacrament and wrote penetratingly of it.  

   He had a remarkably investigative, persevering and highly scientific approach to all knowledge.    His natural interest was ruled by an unlimited and intense desire to serve God.  He infused this spiritual and intellectual eagerness, care and perceptiveness into his students, the most famous of whom is St. Thomas Aquinas.  While Father Thomas dug firm foundations for a lasting scholastic philosophy and systematic theology, it was his professor, Father Albert, who did the daring initial spadework.  

St. Elizabeth of Hungary – November 17
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   Elizabeth was a Princess of King Andrew of Hungary.  She was great-aunt of St. Elizabeth of Portugal.        She married Prince Louis of Thuringa at age 13.

Elizabeth built a hospital at the foot of the mountain on which her castle stood and tended to the sick herself.  Her family and courtiers opposed this, but she insisted she could only follow Christ’s teachings.

   Once when she was taking food to the poor and sick, Prince Louis stopped her and looked under her mantle to see what she was carrying; the food had been miraculously changed to roses.

   Upon Louis’ death, Elizabeth sold all that she had and worked to support her four children.  Her gifts of bread to the poor, and of a large gift of grain to a famine stricken Germany, led to her patronage of bakers and related fields.

Christmas Wafer Tradition

The word Bethlehem means “House of Bread.”  The breaking of the bread is a sign of charity, unity and friendship.  Religious family traditions and customs bring the truths of Faith into the home.  One of these beautiful  Christmas customs is the Christmas Wafer.  A Wafer bearing a simple design commemorative of Christ’s birth is broken by the head of the family and distributed to each member.  With a simple prayer for God’s grace and the welfare of the present and absent member of the family, the head family member breaks the Wafer and distributes it, a piece to each one at the table.  While doing so each member of the family is kissed and is wished a joyful feast.  The other  family members then greet one another in the same way.  The spiritual lesson in this age-old custom is unity of the family – the main pillar of society.  The bond of unity is the Christ-like charity that should exist amongst the members of the family.  The father of the family is the link in the unbroken chain of One Body, One Bread, One Christ, and One Church.  The family joins him in this eternal  procession no matter where they are.  For there is a universal longing by men to be always with one another, with God.  All this brings to mind clearly our charity for one another, to seek salvation together.  Family customs remind us that we seek and obtain salvation with the help of others at all times.
