A Word from Fr. Drummond

   Two incidents in my recent pilgrimage stand out in my memory.  The first when on Sunday, September 24th,  I was able to pray at the tomb of St. Pio of Pietrelcina , more popularly known as Padre Pio.  The crowd was almost overwhelming.  Annually, four million people visit the little town of San Giovani Rotondo to pay homage to Padre Pio.  I felt as if they were all there that morning, pushing and shoving to get closer to the mortal remains of this remarkable saint.  Later our tour guide explained to me some of the reasons for such a great crowd:  it was the day after his feast, a weekend in September when the weather was just right, not too warm, but not too cold.  As I was filing past the saint’s tomb with the crowd, I noticed a priest from our group in prayer at the kneeler in front of the tomb.  He was just finishing and rose.  Nobody in the crowd seemed to notice the empty kneeler.  I slowly broke from the crown and knelt before St. Pio’s tomb.  I no longer heard the noise or was even aware of the crown milling behind me; it was just Padre Pio and I.  I asked his intercession for our Parish, mentioning by name staff, volunteer, altar boys and others.  I also prayed to be strengthened in my priesthood, that I may better serve God and His people.  I thought I had been there a long time when I finally rose, but looking at my watch it had just been a few moments.  The crowd surged forward from the tomb to view the Saint’s cell, but I felt no need and exited.  I had gotten what I came for.

   The second incident was also a moment of prayer before a great saint.  On Tuesday in Rome, after we had celebrated Mass with Bishop Loverde before the altar of Blessed John XXIII, I broke from the group and made my way across town to the Church of Santa Maria Sopra Minerva, where under the high altar lies the body of St. Catherine of Siena.  Again I prayed for our Parish, for her Parish.  And I thanked her for bringing me here and promised to do my best.  As I left the dark cold church coming into the bright, warm sunlight of a Roman September, I felt ready to come home.

Ss. Eleutherius, Rusticus - October 9th

The first mention we have of these three martyrs who died around 258 A.D. comes in the sixth century in the writings of Saint Gregory of Tours.

Denis is the most famous of the three.  Born and raised in Italy, he was sent as a missionary to Gaul (now France) circa 250 A.D. by Pope St. Clement.  Denis made his base of missionary activity an island in the Seine near the city of Lutetia Parisorium – what would become Paris.  For this reason he is known as the first bishop of Paris and the Apostle of France.    There he was captured by the Parisians along with Rusticus and Eleutherius.  Later writers have referred to these as Denis’ priest and deacon, but we have no further information on them.

After a long imprisonment and several aborted executions, the three martyrs were beheaded with a sword and their bodies were thrown into the river.  Denis’ body was retrieved from the Seine by his converts and buried.  The chapel that was built over his tomb grew into the abbey of Saint-Denis.  Recognized since the time of St. Gregory as a special saint of Paris, Denis is the patron saint of France.

The Basilica of Santa Maria Sopra Minerva
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Behind Santa Maria Sopra Minerva’s massive seventeenth century façade lies Rome’s  one and only Gothic church, bursting with art treasures.  Once past the basilica’s severe classical portal, a visitor encounters a sight completely unique in Rome:  soaring pointed vaults, delicate ogival arches, predominant blues and golds, flickering light from stained glass rose windows.  The site of the present basilica originally hosted a temple to Minerva, built by Pompey the Great around 50 B.C.  It was amidst the ruins of that temple that Pope Zacharias (741-752) built the first church, known as St. Mary on Minerva.  That structure has disappeared, but the present building owes its existence to the Dominican Friars, who received the property from Pope Alexander IV (1254-1261) and made the church and adjoining monastery their influential headquarters throughout the Middle Ages, Renaissance, and Counter-Reformation.  

Chapels and tombs of great Roman families, memorials and funerary monuments to popes and cardinals, are overwhelming with a procession of sarcophagi, statues, frescoes, paintings, portrait busts and mosaics.  St. Catherine of Siena’s (1347-1380), body lies beneath the main altar, (her head is kept in Siena). From the time of the saint’s canonization in 1461 until 1887, the popes honored her memory by making a commemorative procession to her tomb each year on the feast of the Annunciation.  A lovely reposing statue of the saint, sculpted in 1430 by Isaia of Pisa, is visible inside a golden casket below the altar table.
