A Word from Fr. Drummond

   Friday, September 29th, is the Feast of the Archangels Michael, Gabriel and Raphael.  Each of their names reflects God (the “El” in their names is a Hebrew word for God).  Michael means “Who is like God?”;  Gabriel means “Power of God” and Raphael means “God’s remedy.”  All of these Archangels are mentioned in Sacred Scripture.      Michael and Gabriel are both mentioned in the Book of Daniel.  Michael is even referred to as a prince and the guardian of Israel.  Additionally, Michael and Gabriel appear in the New Testament.  Gabriel is, of course, the angel of the Annunciation.  Michael is cited in the Letter of Jude as fighting the devil for the body of Moses.  Michael does not revile the devil, but simply says “The Lord rebuke you.”  It is also Michael in the Book of Revelation who casts out Satan and the rebel angels.  

   Raphael plays a pivotal role in the Book of Tobit in the Old Testament.  He pretends to be human but eventually reveals himself as the guardian angel of Tobias, Tobit’s son.

   Chief among them all is Michael.  Whether his name is a question or a statement, I cannot say.  As a statement his name would indicate that he is a close reflection of God.  This would certainly be in accord with his being the leader of all the angels.  As a question, however, his name would indicate that, in fact, no one is “like” God.  God is unique, completely other.  Whether or not his name is a question or a statement with regard to the angel himself, the name can only be a question if borne by a human.

S t. Vincent de Paul
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Memorial September 27th

Born in 1581 to a peasant family in the village of Pouy in Gascony, France.  A highly intelligent youth, Vincent spent four years with the Franciscan friars at Acqs obtaining an education.  He began divinity studies in 1596 at the University of Toulouse and was ordained at age 20.

He was taken captive by Turkish pirates to Tunis and sold into slavery.  He was freed in 1607 when he converted one of his owners to Christianity.

He returned to France and served as parish priest near Paris where he started organizations to help the poor, nursed the sick, found jobs for the unemployed.  He was Chaplain at the court of Henry IV of France.  With Louise de Marillac, he founded the Congregation of the Daughters of Charity.  He instituted the Congregation of Priests of the Mission (Lazarists).  He always worked for the poor, the enslaved, the abandoned, the ignored, the pariahs.  He died in Paris, France in1660.  

St. Jerome – Memorial September 30th
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Born in 347 at Strido, Dalmatia to a rich pagan family.  He had a true conversion to Christianity and was baptized in 365.  He lived for years as a hermit in the Syrian deserts.  St. Jerome was reported to have drawn a throne from the paw of a lion; the animal stayed loyally at his side for years.  As a Priest he became a student to Saint Gregory of Nazianzen.  He was secretary to Pope Damasus I who commissioned him to revise the Latin text of the Bible.  The result of his 30 years of work was the Vulgate translation, which is still in use.  He was a friend and teacher of St. Paula, St. Marcella and St. Eustochium.  He lived his last 34 years in the Holy Land as a semi-recluse.  Doctor and Father of the Church.
