A Word from Fr. Drummond

Baptism – The History

   The first and most important of the Sacraments is Baptism.  Every sacrament is composed of matter and form: the matter is what is used in the sacrament and the form is what is said.  The matter for Baptism is water and the form is “I baptize you in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,” while pouring water over the person being baptized.  The Sacrament washes away Original Sin as well as personal sin, makes an indelible mark on the soul of the recipient incorporating him into the Church.

   The sacrament has its origins in the Mikveh, a ritual immersion in water from a spring or melting snow, which converts to Judaism must undergo.  (Other aspects of Mikyeh relate to cleaning away ritual impurity).  Thus, when John the Baptist called people out to the desert to be baptized the concept was not unfamiliar.  However, Mikveh, like the baptism of John, was not a sacrament, simply  

a ritual, symbolic of spiritual cleaning and for conversion.

   Our Lord Jesus Christ took this ritual and raised it to the level of a sacrament by which the Grace of God is infused into the recipient, original sin is washed away and one is incorporated into the Church.

   Thus, one of the first things Jesus does is to allow Himself to be baptized, showing us the way to follow.  At His baptism we have a manifestation of the Trinity: as Jesus rises from the water, the heavens open and the Holy Spirit descends in the form of a dove, while the voice of the Father is heard saying, “This is my beloved Son with whom I am well pleased.” (Matthew 3:16-17).  John himself proclaims: “Behold, the Lamb of God Who takes away the sin of the world.” (John 1:29).

   One of the requirements for the Mikveh was water from a spring or melting snow, that is to say flowing water.  Jesus Himself was baptized by immersion in the Jordan River.  While the early Church continued this tradition, baptism by immersion in flowing water, this soon evolved into the pouring of water (not necessarily flowing) over the recipient.  What is essential is the use of water (the matter) and the Trinitarian formula (the form) with the intent to do what the Church intends, namely wash away original sin and incorporate into the Church.

   Next week we will look at the actual rite of the Sacrament of Baptism.

Four Pillars of the Catholic Faith

Ash Wednesday
The Wednesday after Quinquagesima Sunday, which is the first day of the Lenten fast 

The name dies cinerum (day of ashes) which it bears in the Roman Missal is found in the earliest existing copies of the Gregorian Sacramentary and probably dates from at least the eighth century.  On this day all the faithful, according to ancient custom, are exhorted to approach the altar before the beginning of Mass, and there the priest, dipping his thumb into ashes previously blessed, marks the forehead, or in case of clerics upon the place of the tonsure – of each the sign of the cross, saying the words: “Remember, you are dust, and to dust you will return”. or  “Turn away from sin and be faithful to the Gospel.”  The ashes used in this ceremony are made by burning the remains of the palms blessed on the Palm Sunday of the previous year.  In the blessing of the ashes four prayers are used, all of them ancient.  The ashes are sprinkled with holy water and fumigated with incense.  The celebrant himself, be he bishop or cardinal, receives, either standing or seated, the ashes from some other priest, usually the highest in dignity of those present.  In earlier ages a penitential procession often followed the rite of the distribution of the ashes, but this is not now prescribed.

   There can be no doubt that the custom of distributing the ashes to all the faithful arose from a devotional imitation of the practice observed in the case of public penitents.  But this devotional usage, the reception of a sacramental which is full of the symbolism of penance (cf. the cor contritum quasi cinis of the “Dies Irae”) is of an earlier date than was formerly supposed.  It is mentioned as of general observance for both clerics and faithful in the Synod of Beneventum, 1091 (Mansi, XX, 739), but nearly a hundred years earlier than this the Anglo-Saxon Homilist Ælfric assumes that it applies to all classes of men.  “We read”, he says, in the books both in the Old Law and in the New that the men who repented of their sins bestrewed themselves with ashes and clothed their bodies with sackcloth.  Now let us do this little at the beginning of our Lent that we strew ashes upon our head to signify that we ought to repent of our sins during the Lenten fast.

Help me to prepare to celebrate The Pascal Mystery with mind and heart renewed.  Give me a spirit of loving reverence, for You, our Father, and of willing service to my neighbor.  As I recall the great events that gave us new life in Christ, bring the image of Your Son to perfection within my soul.

This great season of grace is Your gift to Your family to renew us in spirit.  Give me strength to purify my heart, to control my desires, and so to serve You in freedom.  Teach me how to live in this passing world with my heart set on the world that will never end.

I ask for the grace to master my sinfulness and conquer  my pride.  I want to show to those in need Your goodness to me by being kind to all.

Through my observance of Lent, help me to correct my faults and raise my mind to You, and thus grow in holiness that I may deserve the reward of everlasting life.

In Your mercy grant me this special favor:
