A Word from the Pastor

   Last week I addressed the issue of annulments, and this week I would like to give a few more details on the process.  As was mentioned last week, the very term “annulment” is inaccurate.  The Church does not annul marriages, but seeks to determine whether they were, in fact, null and void from the very start, that is from the moment of the exchange of vows.

   The Church requires that a couple intend certain things at the moment of the exchange of vows for the Sacrament of marriage to take place.  The couple must intend permanence, fidelity and mutuality as well as be open to the transmission of Life in their marriage.  If any one of these intentions is missing at the time of the exchange of vows, the Sacrament does not take place.  The couple may have a legal bond of marriage, but not a Sacramental one.

   If one enters a marriage with the attitude that “if this doesn’t work out after a few years, I’ll find someone else,” then there is an intention against permanence and the Sacrament does not take place. The Church does not allow prenuptial agreements that seek to safeguard assets in the event of divorce, as that would likewise constitute an intention against permanence.

   If a couple wishes to have an “open marriage” where they are free to seek romance “on the side” that would be an intention against fidelity.  Even if just one of the two has such an attitude, it is enough to prevent the Sacrament from taking place.  If one or the other of the couple sees their spouse as chattel over which they have control, there is an intention against mutuality.  If a couple contracepts throughout the marriage, there is an intention against children and that also prevents the Sacrament from taking place.

   There are other conditions which could also prevent the Sacrament of Marriage from taking place.  There may be a grave defect of person, that is some serious aspect about one of the intended spouses that, if unknown, takes away from the other person’s ability to give consent; for example, problems with alcohol or their addictions.  Also duress can invalidate the Sacrament.  An example of this would be a couple that had no intention of getting married becomes pregnant and then decides that they must marry before the child is born.  Or even undue pressure from parents on a couple to marry, even though they do not really want to, could prevent the Sacrament from taking place.

   The Church will not consider a petition for annulment until after the final decree of divorce.  Even then,  the supposed Sacrament has the benefit of the doubt.  A minimum of three witnesses are needed.  There are extensive questionnaires to be filled out, in addition to which the applicant or petitioner for the annulment must write a detailed essay, and give testimony in person before the Tribunal.  The other spouse is the respondent and they are encouraged to participate in the process to the fullest extent. Every effort is made to ensure that the rights of the respondent are respected.

   Just because one has applied for an annulment, it does not mean they will get one.  Many petitions for annulments are denied.  This can be tragic in the case of one who has married outside of the Church, as they thereby separate themselves from the Sacraments.  (Except in danger of death, when they may receive last rites). Catholics who find themselves in such a situation, but continue to fulfill their Sunday obligation even though they cannot receive Communion and who raise their children in the Faith, are themselves making a great act of Faith and Devotion which will be rewarded in the fullness of time.

St. Adrian Fortescue – July 9

Born 1476 – Martyred 1539
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Of English nobility, the son of Sir John Fortescue and a cousin of Anne Boleyn.  He was made a Knight of Bath in 1503, frequently serving in the royal court of King Henry VIII.  He fought for England in France in 1513, and 1522 and was made a Knight of Saint John in 1532.  He collected several lists of proverbs and folk sayings, often writing them in the margins of his Book of Hours.  On 29 August 1534, for reasons never explained, he was arrested by the king’s order, and imprisoned for several months.  Arrested again on 3 February 1539, and sent to the Tower of London.  Without trial, he was condemned to death in April for treason, though no specific act was alleged, only general “sedition and refusing allegiance,” a consequence of his loyalty to Rome. 

St. Benedict – July 11
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Of Roman nobility and twin brother of St. Scholastica.  He studied in Rome, but was dismayed by the lack of discipline and the lackadaisical attitude of his fellow students.  He fled to the mountains near Subiaco, living as a hermit in a cave for three years.  His virtues caused an abbey to request him to lead them.  He founded the monastery at Monte Cassino, where he wrote the Rule of his order, and eventually established twelve monasteries.   At one point there were over 40,000 monasteries guided by the Benedictine Rule.  A summation of the Rule: “Pray and work.”

St. Veronica – July 12
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When Christ fell on His way to the Golgotha, a woman wiped His face with a towel; an image of Christ remained on the towel.  This woman was Veronica.  This incident is all we really know about her, and the relic has become her symbol ever since. 

St. Henry II – July 13

AKA Heinrich, Duke of Bavaria; Good King Henry

Born 972 – Died 1024

St. Henry was educated at the cathedral school in Hildesheim by Bishop Wolfgang of Regensburg. He became Duke of Bavaria in 995 upon his father’s death, which ended his thoughts of becoming a priest.  He ascended to the throne of Germany in 1002 and was crowned King of Pavia on 15 May 1004.  He married St. Cunegunda, but was never a father.  Henry’s brother rebelled against his power, and Henry was forced to defeat him on the battlefield, but later forgave him, and the two reconciled.  Pope Benedict VIII crowned him Holy Roman Emperor in 1014; he was the last of the Saxon dynasty of emperors.  He founded schools, quelled rebellions, protected the frontiers, worked to establish a stable peace in Europe, and to reform the Church while respecting its independence.  He fostered missions, and established Bamberg as a center for missions to Slavic countries.  He began the construction of the cathedral at Basel, Switzerland and it took nearly 400 years to complete.  Both St. Henry and St. Cunegunda were prayerful people and generous to the poor.  Widowed, he considered becoming a monk, but the abbot of Saint-Vanne at Verdun refused his application, telling him to keep his place in the world where he could do much good for people and the advancement of God’s kingdom.  

Saint Kateri Tekakwitha – July 14

AKA Catherine Tekakwitha; Lily of the Mohawks

Born 1656 – Died 1680
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St. Kateri was a daughter of a Christian Algonquin woman captured by Iroquois and married to a non-Christian Mohawk chief.  She was orphaned during a smallpox epidemic, which left her with a scarred face and impaired eyesight.  She converted and was baptized in 1676 by Father Jacques de Lamberville, a Jesuit missionary.  Shunned and abused by relatives for her faith, she escaped through 200 miles of wilderness to the Christian Native American village of Sault-Sainte-Marie.  She took a vow of chastity in 1679 and was known for her spirituality and austere lifestyle.  Her grave became a pilgrimage site and place of miracles for Christian Native Americans and French colonists.  The Tekakwitha Conference, an international association of Native American Catholics, and those in ministry with them, was named for her.
