   As you may have seen, there is a letter on the Bulletin Board from Bishop Loverde expressing his thanks and appreciation for St. Catherine’s Parish’s response to the Bishop’s Lenten Appeal.

   This is the second year in a row that St. Catherine’s exceeded its goal!  Our goal this year was $197,000, and as of the end of April $223,286 had been pledged!  This is a wonderful response – especially in light of the fact that it represents only a 38% participation rate on the part of St. Catherine’s parishioners.

   The BLA funds much of the day-to-day workings of the diocese – the various _____ of the Chancery, such as the Family Life Office, the Tribunal, and the Office of Youth Ministry as well as the room and board and education of our diocese seminarians.  Over 9.5 million dollars has been pledged diocesan-wide.  St. Catherine’s ranks among the highest pledged per capita – even with a mere 38% participation.

   My heartfelt thanks go out to all who helped make this year’s BLA a resounding success.

St. Filippo Smaldone – Feast Day June 4
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St. Smaldone was born July 27 1848 in Naples, Italy.

While in the seminary he worked extensively with the hearing impaired in Naples.  While working with plague victims, he contracted the disease himself, but was miraculously cured through the intervention of Our Lady of Pompei. At one point, depressed over the frustration of his mute students, he asked to give up his teaching, and to work in the foreign missions.  His Spiritual Advisor convinced him to stay, and Filippo threw himself into the work.  In March 1885, with the help of Father Lorenzo Apicelia and several nuns he had trained, he founded a school for the deaf in Lecce, Italy.  The school became the motherhouse of the Congrgation  of the Salesian Sisters of the Sacred Hearts. 

St. Boniface – June 5

AKA Winfrid; Wynfrith; Apostle of Germany
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St. Boniface was educated at the Benedictine monastery at Exeter, England.  Missionary to Germany from 719, assisted by St. Albinus, St. Abel and St. Agatha.  He destroyed idols and pagan temples and built churches on the sites. St. Boniface was Bishop, Archbishop of Mainz.  He reformed churches in his see, and built religious houses in Germany.  He founded or restored the dioceses of Bavaria, Thuringgia and Franconia.  In Saxon, St. Boniface encountered a tribe worshipping a Norse deity in the form of a huge oak tree.  He walked up to the tree, removed his shirt, took up an axe and without a word he hacked down the six foot wide wooden god.  St. Boniface stood on the trunk, and asked, “How stands your mighty god? My God  is stronger than he.”   The crowd’s reaction was mixed, but some conversions were begun.  He evangelized in Holland, but was set upon by a troop of pagans and he and 52 of his new flock, including St. Adaler and St. Eoban were martyred on June 5, 754.

The Most Holy Trinity – June 3rd
It is said that a people’s values can be seen in the god they worship.  For Christians, “God is love” (1Jn 4:8).  But a God who is love seems like a philosophical impossibility.  How can one God, who is perfect, lacking nothing in Himself and possessed of no dependence on creatures, be love when love necessitates a relation to another?

The resolution of this paradox God Himself has revealed to us: God is perfect unity, but a unity of three Divine Persons – Father, Son and Holy Spirit – who are each equally divine.  The Father, Son and Spirit exist from all eternity.  None precedes the other in time, but each are related to the other by a relationship that orders them with respect to the other’s.

The ever-living, all-knowing, almighty God the Father exists from all eternity and is the source of all perfection created and uncreated.  The self-conception and self-expression of the perfect Being is so complete that it is another person: God the Son, the image of the invisible Father, “the only-begotten Son of God, begotten from the Father before all the ages, light from light, true God from true God, begotten not made, consubstantial with the Father, through whom all things came to be” (Nicene-Constantipolitan Creed).  The love between the Father and the Son is so perfect that it too is another person: the Holy Spirit “the holy, the lordly and life-giving One, proceeding forth from the Father [and the Son] co-worshipped and co-glorified with Father and Son” (ibid.).

But if the Holy Spirit is the love between the Father and the Son, how can God as a whole be called Love?  Each Person shares equally in the divine nature, so that each Person shares equally in the perfections of the Other’s.  The only distinction between the Person of the Trinity is Their mutual relations.  None of the Persons exists in respect to Himself alone, but Each exists relatively to the Other two:

…the “three Persons” who exist in God are the reality of word and love in their attachment to each other.  They are not substances, personalities in the modern sense, but the relatedness whose pure actuality …does not impair unity of the highest being but fills it out.  St. Augustine once enshrined this idea in the following formula: “He is not called Father with reference to himself but only in relation to the Son; seen by himself he is simply God.”  Here the decisive point comes beautifully to light. “Father” is purely a concept of relationship.  Only in being-for the other is he Father; in his own being-in-himself he is simply God.  Person is the pure relation of being related, nothing else.  Relationship is not something extra added to the person, as it is with us; it only exists at all as relatedness.
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
