Sacrament of Matrimony
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In accordance with the regulations of the Bishop of Arlington, couples must contact a priest and begin preparation at least six months prior to the wedding.  Parish registration and active participation for a minimum of 3 months is required before preparation may begin.  Living together before marriage is sinful and harmful to the future marriage.  Couples who are living together will be asked to live separately during the preparation time.

Have you started your Marriage Preparation (Pre-Cana) ? Part of your requirement is to attend a Conference for the Engaged.  They fill up quickly, so make sure you sign up early!  Please be sure to talk with your parish priest before registering.

Do Catholics Pray TO Saints?

We pray with saints, not to them.  Have you ever asked anyone to pray for you when you were having a hard time?  Why did you choose to ask that person?  You may have chosen someone you could trust, or someone who understood your problem, or someone who was close to God.  Those are all reasons we ask saints to pray for us in times of trouble.  Since saints led holy lives and are close to God in heaven, we feel that their prayers are particularly effective.  Often we ask particular saints to pray for us if we feel they have a particular interest in our problem.  For example, many people ask Saint Monica to pray for them if they have trouble with unanswered prayers, because Monica prayed for twenty years for her son to be converted.  Finally her prayers were answered in a way she never dreamed of – her son, Augustine, became a canonized saint and a Doctor of the Church.
