A Word from the Pastor

   Just a few weeks ago one of our parishioners, Zita deSa gave birth to a beautiful baby girl, Natasha Marie.  On the outside Natasha looks perfect; well formed, a full head of jet-black hair and the cutest little dimple in her chin.  However, her heart is weak, as are her pulmonary arteries, and other major blood vessels are in the wrong place, and the doctor’s initially said that there is nothing they can do for her.  However, this baby is a fighter.  She is breathing and eating well and responds to her mother’s voice and touch.  Her records have been sent to hospitals all over the country, in the hope that perhaps one might be able to help her.

   In the short time since her birth, Natasha has made a tremendous impact on the lives of hundreds of people.  As word of Natasha’s plight spread through family and friends, to the parish, and beyond, so too did countless prayers on her behalf begin to ascend to the heavens.  People in three different continents are praying for her.  For many of our daily communicants there is a special urgency as we watched and waited for Natasha’s birth these past months. Several women of the parish have said to me, “I feel as if she is my own baby.”  Children in the school are praying for her, as are many families in their own homes.  Three-year old Katrina deSa has even started leading the family Rosary for her little sister.  It is as if little Natasha is a spiritual meteorite with ripples of prayer spreading out from the point of impact - off to the horizon.

   Colin and Zita, Natasha’s parents, are hopeful and upbeat.  Touched by the concern showered upon them, they trust in God and His saving plan for us all.  Their generosity in accepting this child from God bespeaks their deep faith.  We hope and pray for a miracle, but will accept whatever God has in mind.  Whether her life be long or short, Natasha Marie deSa will have truly made the world a little bit better than it was before.

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The third Sunday of September in the United States is celebrated as Catechetical Sunday in order to acknowledge, appreciate and commission those who are catechists.  In his encyclical letter Redemptoris Missio Pope John Paul II, says: “Among the laity who become evangelizers, catechists have a place of honor … Catechists are among those who have received Christ’s command, to ‘go and teach all nations.’”

The object of catechesis is communion with Jesus Christ.  Catechesis leads people to enter the mystery of Christ, to encounter him, and to discover themselves and the meaning of their lives in him.  This year the focus will be on the theme, “Catechesis: Encountering the Living Christ.”

When did the Church begin honoring Saints?

By the year 100 A.D., Christians were honoring other Christians who had died, and asking for their intercession.  Many people think that honoring saints was something the Church set up later, but it was part of Christianity from the very beginning.  As a matter of fact, this practice came from a long-standing tradition in the Jewish faith of honoring prophets and holy people with shrines.  The first saints were martyrs, people who had given up their lives for the Faith in the persecution of Christians.

The Icon of Divine Mercy
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On the weekend of December 9th, the Icon of Divine Mercy will be visiting our parish.  This particular image is a replica of the icon of Divine Mercy displayed in Krakow, Poland where the late, Holy Father, John Paul II dedicated the whole world to Divine Mercy.  This is a true icon painted for the Diocese of Arlington, by Polish artist, Anna Sekowska who fasted and prayed during the creation of the icon.  This icon will remain with us for one week, giving us the unique opportunity to pray together as a parish for the healing of families.  Accompanying the icon will be five smaller replicas of the icon.  These replicas will go to five families in our parish who have agreed to pray one rosary and one Divine Mercy chaplet each day that the icon remains in their possession. All families are encouraged to participate by taking one of the prayer cards with the same image that will be provided by the Office for Family Life and to unite their prayers with everyone in the diocese for peace and healing in families.

St. Robert Bellarmine – 17 September

born 1542 – died 1621
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Born at Montepulciano, Italy, St. Robert Bellarmine was the third of ten children.  His mother, Cinzia Cervini, a niece of Pope Marcellus II, was dedicated to almsgiving, prayer, meditation, fasting and mortification of the body.  Robert entered the newly formed Society of Jesus in 1560 and after his ordination went on to teach at Louvain (1570-1576 where he became famous for his Latin sermons.  In 1576 he was appointed to the chair of controversial theology at the Roman College, becoming Rector in 1592; he went on to become Provincial of Naples in 1594 and Cardinal in 1598.  This outstanding scholar and devoted servant of God defended the Apostolic See against the anti-clericals in Venice and against the political tenets of James I of England.  He composed an exhaustive apologetic work against the prevailing heretics of his day.  In the field of church-state relations, he took a position based on principles now regarded as fundamentally democratic-authority originates with God, but is vested in the people, who entrust it to fit rulers.  This saint was the spiritual father of St. Aloysius Gonzaga, helped St. Francis de Sales obtain formal approval of the Visitation Order, and in his prudence opposed severe action in the case of Galileo.  He has left us a host of important writings, including works of devotion and instruction, as well as controversy.
