A Word from Fr. Drummond

   Through the great generosity of one of our families, St. Catherine’s now has a new hymnal, The St. Michael Hymnal, to replace both the Worship and the Gregorian Missal.  The St. Michael Hymnal contains the ordinary of the Mass, both in Latin and English, as well as a good selection of traditional hymns with the traditional words.

   The story of the St. Michael Hymnal is a heartening one in which one Catholic parish, St. Boniface in Lafayette, Indiana got fed up with hymnals that increasingly discard or rewrite traditional Catholic hymns, and decided to compile its own hymnal.  This hymnal reflects the true spirit of the Second Vatican Council, citing Sacrosanctum Concilcium, the constitution on Sacred Liturgy: “The musical tradition of the universal Church is a treasure of inestimable value…”  The hymnal became so popular that St. Boniface Church began to produce it en masse for parishes all over the country seeking a respite from the mediocre hymnals ordinarily available.  

   In the immediate area both Our Lady of Hope in Potomac Falls, and St. John the Beloved in McLean use this hymnal.    It is exciting to have a new hymnal that holds to the traditional lyrics of the old beloved hymns.
