                  Saint of the Day

St. Joseph Barsabbas (Feast Day July 20th)

   Today’s saint is named in the Bible’s Acts of the Apostles.  St. Peter wanted to replace Judas Iscariot after Jesus’ resurrection.  Peter asked the community to suggest someone.  He wanted a person who had been among the disciples from the time Jesus was baptized by John until the Lord’s death and resurrection.  The first Christians proposed two men, both of whom were qualified to be apostles.  One was Joseph, called Barsabbas, and the other was Matthias.  “It is necessary that one of the men who accompanied us the whole time the Lord Jesus came and went among us, beginning from the baptism of John until the day on which he was taken up from us, become with us a witness to his resurrection.”  So they proposed two, Joseph called Barsabbas, who was also known as Justus, and Matthias.  Then they prayed, “You, Lord, who know the hearts of all, show which one of these two you have chosen to take the place in this apostolic ministry from which Judas turned away to go to his own place.”  Then they gave lots to them, and the lot fell upon Matthias, and he was counted with the eleven Apostles. 

   Not much is known of Matthias or Joseph Barsabbas.  The early Church writer, Eusebius, considered Joseph one of the seventy-two disciples.

   Soon the disciples spread out and went to other places.  This was necessary to avoid persecution.  It is believed that Joseph Barsabbas preached in many places. He spent his energy to spread the Good News.  Little else is known.  In fact, his death is not even recorded.  But his love for the Church and his dedication whether he was chosen or not, are his gift to us.

When we sometimes feel unappreciated for what we have done, we can pray to the Holy Spirit to free us from the need to be praised.

 The Year of St. Paul, the apostle
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Pope Benedict XVI declared a year dedicated to St. Paul, beginning on June 28, 2008, the eve of the feast of Ss. Peter and Paul, and continuing through June 29, 2009.  The Holy Father said that the year, marking the 2000th anniversary of the saint’s birth, should be used to heighten appreciation for the “Apostle to the Gentiles” and to his project of promoting the Christian faith and the unity of believers.  On May 10, 2008, the Apostolic Penitentiary released the decree of the plenary indulgence that the Pope has declared.  The document was signed by Cardinal James Stafford and Bishop Gianfranco Girotti, the penitentiary major and regent of the Apostolic Penitentiary, respectively.

The gift of Indulgences which the Roman Pontiff offers to the universal Church, truly smoothes the way to attaining a supreme degree of inner purification which, while honoring the Blessed Apostle Paul, exalts the supernatural life in the hearts of the faithful and gently encourages them to do good deeds.  

St. Paul
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Was a Jew of the tribe of Benjamin, and was born in Tarsus, (which is now Turkey) of Cilicia and died in Rome, Italy.  At circumcision he received the name of Saul, but since he was also a Roman citizen, he came to be known among the Gentiles as Paul.  At an early age he was sent to the Jewish school of Gamaliel.  He also learned the trade of a tent-maker.  He became a violent persecutor of the Christians and took part in the martyrdom of St. Stephen.

After his miraculous conversion on the way to Damascus he made three missionary journeys evangelizing both Jews and Gentiles.  He wrote fourteen Epistles now found in the New Testament.  He was finally brought a captive to Rome, imprisoned and then beheaded near the Ostian Way.
