A Word from the Pastor

   Pope Benedict XV was created a cardinal only a few months before his election as pope.  Giacomo della Chiesa by birth, he was a nobleman from Genoa and had served as Archbishop of Bologna for seven years.  Before that he had worked in the Vatican Secretariat of State under the same Cardinal Rampolla whose election to the papacy was vetoed by the Emperor of Austria in 1903.

   Benedict’s early experience in diplomacy stood him in good stead as pope.  Elected in August 1914, the first half of his papacy was dominated by the First World War.  The pope observed a strict neutrality, condemning the war as a crime against humanity, and gave responsibility for the war to both sides.  Consequently both sides viewed him with suspicion, each side claiming that he favoured the other, although the bishops of the Central Powers tried to claim him as favourable to them.  This led Benedict to take both the German and the French bishops to task for waging nationalistic propaganda.  The pope argued for a negotiated peace rather than a dictated one and predicated that the Treaty of Versailles was a prescription for future war and that it a “consecration of hatred.”

   Benedict achieved greater success after the war when he reestablished diplomatic relations with both France and Great Britain.  He also laid the groundwork for normalization of relations between the Vatican and the Italian State when he removed the papal prohibition against participation in Italian elections.

   With the establishment of the Congregation for the Eastern Churches and the Papal Institute for Oriental Studies he sought to ease relations with the Orthodox Churches.  And in 1917 he promulgated the Code of Canon Law, which was in effect until the new Code came into being in 1983. 

   The pope’s death in 1922 from influenza brought his papacy to an early end: he was only 68 years old.  Some historians view him as a “transitional” pope, his reign dominated by the Great War.  However, Benedict’s international  policies really set the diplomatic course that the Vatican would pursue throughout the 20th century – one of neutrality and moderation while seeking to aid and comfort those who were dispossessed by the countless hostilities of our time.  This was a far cry from the papacy of earlier centuries, which not only would blatantly take sides, but also engaged in war itself.  The Vatican as a broker of peace and conciliation among peoples has its origin in the papacy of Benedict XV.

Holy Father’s Prayer Intention for May 2008

General: 

That Christians may use literature, art and the media to greater advantage to favour a culture, which defends and promotes the values of the human person.

Mission:

That just as she accompanied the Apostles in the early stages of the Church, may the Blessed Virgin Mary, Star of Evangelization and Queen of apostles, continue to guide missionaries throughout the world with maternal affection.

What is a  Novena ?

The novena is a form of devotion popular in many countries.  The history goes back to the 17th century when novenas became a devotion in preparation for  major feast days or festivals.  Nine days prior to the particular feast day people, individually or collectively, say specific prayers depending on the scope  or meaning of the novena, oftentimes in connection with special indulgences.  Novenas, (from nine days), has biblical roots and reflects the nine days of preparation the apostles and Mary underwent before they received the Holy Spirit (Acts 1,13f).  There are numerous novenas – from novenas to St. Theresa of the Child Jesus to that of St. John Vianney.  Many are Marian (for example, novena to the Queen of Apostles or to the Miraculous Medal); others have a christological focus (for example, novena to the Infant of Prague or to Jesus Master of the Way, Truth and the Life).

The purpose of a novena is one of preparation, purification and concentration.  They help us to better celebrate an important feast day or to better make decisions with the help of God and in full possession of our spiritual strength.  It is an opportunity to live a specially graced time, and is like a spiritual pilgrimage to a center of even greater grace.

All of us have been baptized into one and the same Spirit.  That same Spirit, the Advocate, was given as gift to the disciples to strengthen them to go forth in the name of the Lord, “to renew the fact of the earth”
