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   Priesthood Sunday, Oct.25, 2009 is a special day set aside to honor Priesthood in the United States. It is a call for parishioners to honor Christ as Priest and the men who were called to be His priests on earth. It is also a day to honor all religious and to focus on the importance of vocations.

   The board of the National Federation of Priests' Councils, the voice of parish priests in the U.S., first declared Priesthood Sunday, but the event is now sponsored by USA Council of Serra International and is supported through the NCCS Vocations Committee, World Wide Marriage Encounter and other Church vocation support organization.

   The purpose of proposing a Priesthood Sunday is to affirm the priesthood in the life of the Church. With the phenomenon of fewer priests, people see fewer priests therefore young people are not offered the opportunity to learn about the vocation of priesthood and the life of their pastors. Priesthood Sunday seeks to reaffirm the priesthood of Jesus Christ and its central place in the life of the Church.   Second, some organizations and some parishes have attempted to counteract this negativity. "Priesthood Sunday" sends a message to Catholics and non-Catholics everywhere that the parish priest as the instrument of Christ’s Priesthood on earth, is loved and respected by those in the parish community.

   In his message this year on World Day of Prayer for Vocations, Pope Benedict XVI concluded with the idea that “The Eucharist is at the center of every Christian community and is the source and summit of the life of the Church.
   The Eucharist is at the heart of our liturgical life and should also be at the heart of our daily lives. As Catholics, we believe that Jesus is really present in the Eucharist and when we receive the Eucharist, we take Jesus into ourselves and also become one with the Father. This sets Catholics apart from the belief held by many other Christian denominations.
   This is of course dependent on having enough priests to celebrate Mass. The centrality of the Eucharist in our Catholic faith makes the role of the priest and his service to the people a priority. We need more ordained priests to celebrate the Eucharist and to serve the Eucharistic people. 

   The patron of this year is Saint John Vianney, a 19th century French priest.  Saint John Vianney is not remembered as a great self-promoter.  Indeed, he is known for his humility and his lifelong celebration of the Sacraments, particularly the Eucharist

   On this special day, let us join together in praying for our priests, in praising God for their courage and their generosity. We must all stand up and show our support for the sacredness of Christ’s priesthood and our thankfulness for good priests, who are there for us when we need them.

Communion and Blessings

   A very common liturgical abuse of our times happens during the reception of Holy Communion when persons who cannot receive Communion nevertheless line up with their arms crossed over their chest, as a “message” to the priest that they want a blessing instead of Communion.  This is liturgically incorrect on a number of levels.  First and foremost, the time for Communion is the time for Communion.  The Communion line is not, and should not be, the blessing line.  Secondly, the liturgical actions of the priest during Mass are highly regulated, and quite specific of what to do and when to do it.  The actions of a good liturgist may seem spontaneous, but they are not and should not be.
   Unfortunately, owing to the confused time in which we live, some people are instructed to present themselves, arms crossed, before the priest at Communion time for a blessing.  To make things even more confused, some people present themselves with crossed arms as a sign that they wish to receive on the tongue!  Children who have not yet made their first Communion may come up with their parents who are receiving, but should not present themselves individually for a blessing.  Others, who cannot receive, for whatever reason, should remain seated.  The proper time for the blessing follows the prayer after Communion, which blessing all receive together.
